Website Development Proposal

This is a proposal to develop a new website for Rick Kimbrel & Michael S. Martinez (henceforth, the Client). 

 Proposal to develop a new subscription-based sports news/video/entertainment portal that will attract audiences and maximize viewer retention. Focus will be on creating a hi-impact web presence that gives an image of credibility and professionalism. The site will be designed with ease of navigation in mind, and original graphics will be used where needed to give the site an extremely high-end, slick look and feel. The main purpose of the site is to immediately engage viewers with hot-off-the-presses articles, editorials, video interviews, features, statistics, and more. 

We will use existing site “rivals.com” as a loose blueprint for the overall design and functionality of this new site. 


The site will be fully compliant with all browsers and will incorporate all the latest trends and technologies including CSS, DHTML, and XML where necessary. The website will be built to be easily expandable for any future growth or additional sections that may be needed.

The new website will be built on a MySql database that will allow for unlimited content and the fastest retrieval times possible. The site will be designed to contain an unlimited amount of sports categories and subcategories. 


A web-based admin will be provided to control all aspects of site content. This is where the client will add new photos, articles, videos, and columns from any web-connected computer.  System will be built to provide easy but comprehensive updating of website content. No special software will be needed. A short 30-60 minute training session is all that will be required. (included). Articles can be deemed “headlines” or “featured stories” which will automatically place them on the front page. 
In addition, articles can have expiry dates (for time-sensitive material) so that they are automatically removed from view at a pre-determined time and date. Articles (and columns) can also be programmed with start dates, which allows the client to post an article that isn’t quite ready to go live.

Maintenance:  The chosen web designer will provide valuable ongoing monthly hosting / maintenance packages that are designed to free us from the time needed to maintain our website.  You must be available for site updates, design changes, video additions, consultation, basically anything pertaining to the operation and maintenance of the site as well as email-related questions and other IT services.
This is a basic outline for our new website design.   As we press forward with the development of the website we will discuss additional requirements as needed.  We want to get started on our new project ASAP.  We will interview interested students upon availability.  There will be financial compensation for the chosen web designer.
